Optional Activities Suggestions

Here's a list of a few activities you might want to consider while in San Francisco.
Go it alone or team up with other members - the main thing is to have fun!If you
plan on taking more than one cable car ride you might want to consider a 1 day
Muni Passport.The cable car fare is now $5 each way (no transfers) and a 1 day
Muni Passport is $11 and it's good on all Muni busses, trains, street cars and cable
cars. Ask a cable car conductor or you can purchase a Passport at the Powell Street
turnaround at Market Street.Just exit the lobby and turn right then turn right at
Powell and walk down the hill to the turnaround and look for the Muni kiosk.

665 Sutter Street, just a few doors away from the club; current rate is
$22.50 per day with in/out privileges and you can charge it to your room.



Cable Car Ride to Fisherman's Wharf

Getting there~
Exit the lobby, turn rightand walk down to Sutter and Powell.The cars will be
marked either "Powell-Hyde" line or "Powell-Mason" line.Wait for a
Powell-Hyde car if you want to be dropped off closer to Ghirardelli Square, The
Maritime Museum and The Cannery.Or wait for a Powell-Mason car if you want
to be dropped off closer to the Fisherman's Wharf piers.Both lines stop near the
free Cable Car Museum but remember it's $5 each time you board a cable car so
you might want to think about a Passport if you're going to stop at the museum.
Return on either line - the Powell-Hyde line boards at Hyde and Beach and the
Powell-Mason line boards at Taylor and Bay.Or for a fun (and cheaper!)
alternative board one of the Historic Street Cars at Jones and Beach Street.It's
$1.50 or use your Passport.Ride to the Powell Street stop then walk up Powell
Street to Sutter and turn left to the hotel.



Historic Street Car Ride to Fisherman's
Wharf

Getting there~
Exit the lobby,turn right and walk down to Powell.Turn right and walk the 5
blocks down to Market Street.Cross Market then cross 5th Street and wait at the
island stop for the next F-Line streetcar.They all go to Fisherman's Wharf.Ride
until the conductor announces "End of the line!" and you're at the Wharf.To
return go to Jones and Beach and board a car.Ride to the Powell Street stop then
walk up Powell Street to Sutter and turn left to the hotel.

The Sir Francis Drake Hotel is at 450 Powell Street.Exit the lobby,turn right and
walk down to and cross Powell.Turn right and you're at the lobby entrance.

Getting there~
The Palace is at2 New Montgomery Street and is worth the 6 block walk just to
enter and stand in awe in the lobby.



Attend a
San Francisco Giants Game

The San Francisco Giants are in town during our stay!They're playing the Phillies on
Saturday and Sunday at 1:05PM and the Astros on Monday at 7:15PM.Tickets are from
$17 for Centerfield Bleachers up to $72 forClub Level Infield. You can buy tickets on-line
and pick them up at will-call at the park or just buy them at the park when you arrive.

Getting there~
The best way to get to the park from our hotel is to take the Muni train.Exit the
lobby, turn right and walk down to Powell. Turn right and walk the 5 blocks down to
Market Street. Take the escalator down to the Muni train station.Find a booth and ask
the attendant what the fare is to the ball park (I think it's around $1.50.)You can get
change from one of the BART ticket dispensers (you're not taking BART, just get change.)
Pass through the turn-stiles and go down to the platform and wait for the next N train.
You can purchase a return ticket outside the park before the game.Don't forget sun
screen for a day game and a sweat shirt for a night game!Get on any train that's heading
to the right (I think they all do) after the game then get off at the Powell station.



Bus Ride to the
Cliff House for Lunch

The Bistro serves Breakfast, Lunch and Dinner, featuring Omelets, our famous

Getting there~

Exit the lobby,turn right and walk down to Powell, turn right and walk down to
Geary. Wait at the bus stop for a 38 or 38L bus.The "L" bus makes limited
stops so it's faster.Ride to 33rd Ave, get off and wait for an 18 bus.Ride the
18 bus to the Cliff House.The return trip is the same routes in reverse but the
return 38 bus will split off Geary to O'Farrell when you're near downtown.If
you're on a 38 bus get off at Mason and if you're on a 38L bus get off at Powell
and walk up the hill to the hotel.



Bus Ride to the
de Young Museum,

Golden Gate Park and the
Conservatory of Flowers

The observation tower at the new de Young Museum building is a "must see"
while in The City! The museum is open daily except Mondays from 9:30AM to
5:15PM, Fridays until 8:45PM.Admission is $10.While in the park you may
want to visit the exquisite Conservatory of Flowers.Upon exiting the museum go
left to JFK Blvd, turn right and walk about 1/2 mile to the Conservatory.The
Conservatory is open daily 9:00AM to 4:30PMexcept Mondays.Admission is $5.

Getting there~
Exit the lobby,turn right and walk down to Powell, turn right and walk down to
Geary. Wait at the bus stop for a 38 or 38L bus.The "L" bus makes limited stops
so it's faster.Ride to6th Ave, cross Geary then 6th and wait for the 44 bus.Ride
to the museum.To return walk across the quad to the (new but still closed)
CaliforniaAcademy of Sciences building and wait for the 44 bus.Get off at Geary
then wait for a 38 or 38L bus.The return 38 bus will split off Geary to O'Farrell
when you're near downtown.If you're on a 38 bus get off at Mason and if you're
on a 38L bus get off at Powell and walk up the hill to the hotel.



Walk to the
Museum of Modern Art

The museum is open daily except Wednesday from 11:00 a.m. - 5:45 p.m.
Admission is $12.50($8 for 62 & older.) While South of Market check out the
Yerba Buena Gardens at the Center for the Arts directly across the street from
MOMA. Stroll the grounds and find your way across the center quad area to the
Sony Metreon for shops and restaurants.Exit the Metreon on 4th Street and walk a
block toward Market to the Marriot for a quick cocktail in the 39th floor View
Lounge orcontinueto Market, turn right and walk a block to the Four Seasons.
Cruise the lobby for a feel of what San Francisco chic is all about baby!

Getting there~
TheSan Francisco Museum of Modern Art is located at151 3rd Street (between
Mission and Howard Streets.)Exit the lobby and turn right.Walk 4 blocks down
Bush cross Kearny and turn right.Walk down to and cross Market Street.You're
now on 3rd Street.Continue a block and a half to MOMA.

Weekend Tiburon Schedule



Union Square Shops & Galleries
and

San Francisco Shopping Center

Most weekends in The Square there's some kind of happening and if you're there
this Sunday it'sBayonicsfrom 2-4PM. Bayonics is a nine piece live hip hop, funk,
salsa group from the SF Bay Area. Their unique edgy sound comes from the
combination of funky beats with intricate horn lines, stylish guitar riffs, thumping
bass lines, and melodic rap vocals.The shops around the square proper are too
numerous to mention them all so just start walking around theperimeter till you
see something interesting.You may want to cruise the lobby atThe St. Francis
and the ladies will certainly enjoy trying on the $14,000 cocktail bracelet at
Tiffany's like our VP did a few years back.Be sure to stroll throughMaiden Lane
Alley at the west end of the square across Stockton St. and check out Xanadu
Galleryin San Francisco's only Frank Lloyd Wright building.Follow the traffic up
either side of Geary for two blocks and check out the many art galleries in the
Theater District.The San Francisco Art Exchange at 458 Gearyhas art photos of
many of the rock stars from the 60's and 70's.Stop at the Sushi Boat for a snack if
you're so inclined but be sure to cruise the lobby and check out the Grand Cafe
inside The Monaco on the corner of Geary and Taylor.At Taylor turn around and
head back to The Square on the other side of Geary.

To get to the massive San Francisco Shopping Center walk down Powell to the
cable car turn around.Take the escalator down and cross under Market Street to
the lower level of The Center.There's a Starbucks just inside the doors if you're in
need.From Abercrombie & Fitch to Zazil Mexican Cuisine if The Center doesn't
have what you're looking for then as they say "You probably don't need it!"This
place isHUGE! It covers the better part of a square block and is several stories
high starting below ground level.I don't know how many stores there are but if
you tried to visit them all it would probably take all day.Have fun!



Rent a Bike
at Fisherman's Wharf

What a fun place to ride a bike!Do one of the self guided or guide-led tours or just
go pedaling around the city.Some of their tours are:

¥ Bike the Bridge & back
¥ Bike the Bridge to Tiburon & Sausalito and take the ferry back
¥ Bike the Presidio and Golden Gate Park
¥ Bike Marin

Bike rental rates are $7 - $9 per hour depending on the model you choose.No
reservations are required and helmets are included.

Pier 41, Pier 43 1/2 or at 2715 Hyde Streetnearthe Powel-Hydecablecar turn
around.



Bus Ride to
and Walk Golden Gate Bridge

Be your own tour guide for this one - Take public transportation to/from the
Golden Gate Bridge Visitor Center with a walk across San Francisco's most
famous landmark.

Getting there~
Walk down Powell Street to Geary and wait for a 38 or 38L bus.Ride all the way
to the stop at Park Presidio Boulevard and wait on the N.E. corner for the next 28
bus which will take you to the Golden Gate Bridge parking lot.Return via 28 to
Geary then 38 or 38L to get back downtown.The 38 lines will split off Geary near
downtown and you'll be on O'Farrell.Just remember to get off at either Mason or
Powell to walk back to the hotel.

Alternate return route~
Get on the 28 bus inbound (same direction you were going when youarrived) and
ride to the Fort Mason stop.From there explore Fort Mason, the National
Maritime Museum, Aquatic Park and the Hyde Street Pier.Catch a cable car back
to Sutter at the Powell-Hyde turn around or walk over to the corner of Jones and
Beach and catch a Historic Streetcar back up to the Powell Street stop.



Walk Filbert Stairs
to Coit Tower

This one's more of a hike than it is aleisurely stroll but it's worth every one of the
X mile walk when you get to the hidden gem of the Filbert Street Steps.Literally
unknown to mere touristsyou'll be amazed by the little cottages and gardens that
line your path on the way up to Coit Tower.

Getting there~
Start your walk by turning right out of the lobby.Stay on Sutter for 6 blocks to
Sansome and turn left.

An alternate starting route takes you past the landmark Fairmont Hotel - Turn right
out of the lobby then left on Mason.Continue 3 blocks up Mason to the Fairmont
and cruise the lobby of this gorgeous hotel.Turn right on either California or
Sacramento and continue down to Sansome.

On Sansome continue about 8 or 9 blocks to Filbert Street, turn left and you'll be at
the base of Telegraph Hill and the start of the Filbert Steps.I couldn't put it any
better thanwww.sisterbetty.org:

"Perhaps one of the most famous of San Francisco's stairways, the Filbert Steps
deserve their acclaim. The stairs rise in three sections from Sansome Street to Coit
Tower.

The lowest section is concrete and steel snaking up the side of a cliff which gives way to
a wide concrete stairway. Reaching Montgomery Street, the steps cross the median
with a short staircase. The upper section is nearly straight, running through a series of
sculpted (and sculpture!) gardens. The stairs are impressive for their length, their
wonderful views of San Francisco, the well tended gardens on either side, and the
beautiful art deco buildings along the way. One of the most spectacular buildings
features three-story high relief's of San Francisco."

When you reach the top look for the sign to the Greenwich stairs back down to
Sansome.Continuing on Sansome will drop you on The Embarcadero.Hop on a
Historic Streetcar that's going to your right as you're facing the bay then get off at
the newly revamped Ferry Building Marketplace.There you'll find over 40 wine,
cheese andspecialty food shops and restaurants.Take a streetcar either up Market
to the Powell station or back to Fisherman's Wharf.



Take the Train
to the Zoo

Exit the lobby, turn right and walk down to Powell Street.Turn right on Powell
and walk down to Market Street.Look for the Metro Trail L stop and wait for the
next L train ($1.50).Ride it all the way to Wawona St & 46th Ave.Walk south on
46th or 47th and cross Sloat Ave.You're at the Zoo!

760 Clay, 1 block off Grant
Rachael Ray did a$40 A Daysegment here when she was in The City.
Just a little off the beaten path where few tourists venture, no waiting
and excellent authentic Chinese cuisine!

¥ Stinking Rose
Everything garlic



325 Columbus Avenue

The Garlic Capitol of North Beach! " Forty Clove Garlic Chicken" is

just one example of their menu items.If you don't like garlic then steer

clear of this place!

¥ Grand Cafe
Regional French cuisine with a California influence
Corner of Geary and Taylor inside The Monaco
This is one of those places where the dishes are as much a work of art
for the eye as they are a taste sensation for the mouth!

¥ Crustacean
Asian seafood
1475 Polk Street
The Roast Crab with Garlic Noodles is the best on the planet! (bar
none!) A free bib is included with this one and you'll need it!



49 Mile Scenic Drive

After all it is a car club!Why not parade our cars through the best city in the
world! In reality we'll start off together but it will be impossible to stay together
for any length of time with stop lights and city traffic to deal with.The parking at
most points of interest will be scarce so if you see something interesting just pull
over and check it out then worry about catching up later.I've attached a set of
maps of the route but there's no way of knowing about road closures and detours
until we get to one.Let's make the Cliff House a check point.We'll stop and wait
for everybody to catch up there - and maybe have some lunch if the timing's
right. We can discuss the next check point there.The49 Mile Scenic Drivesigns
are few and far between - you really can't depend on them entirely.
